Bishop Grosseteste University College Lincoln has 
been working with international schools in Brazil 
since 2003 and supporting the professional 
development of Brazilian-trained teachers. The 
courses are tailored to meet the needs of teachers in 
the schools and lead to postgraduate certificates 
(PGCert), diplomas (PGDip) and Masters degrees 
(MA in Education).  
 
The courses have included: 
 

·  Study visits to UK schools 
·  In-service sessions in school 
·  School-based study, 

and are supported by use of online, Skype and face 
to face support, as well as use of a virtual learning 
environment (VLE) for access to resources and a 
critical friends’ forum. 
 
All teachers have successfully gained PGCert 
awards through conducting and evaluating 
development projects in school. These have included 
the development of creative, cross-curricular 
teaching approaches, developing effective 
assessment for learning and improving transition 
across the school. Many teachers are now working 
towards Masters degrees and some have gained 
promotions, presented findings at international 
conferences, published research findings and have 
developed personally and professionally from the 
course.
